· Amount of funding requested

· Body of proposal (2-page limit, at least 10-point font):
· Description of proposed product and underlying technology
· Clinical indication and brief scope of market
· Current standard of care and unmet need
· Translational objectives that will be achieved with the funding
· Development plan (including timeline and milestones for funding proposal)
· Preliminary assessment of regulatory pathway, freedom to operate, IP landscape
· Intellectual property status and preliminary data (if any)

· Budget (not part of page limit): SPARK GOLBAL Pilot Grants are intended to expend on current lab resources and personnel. Partial support of salaries for research personnel may be granted if allowed by funding agency.
· Unallowable expenditures include: capital equipment costing more than $5,000, intellectual property services, travel and food.
· Budget needs to be itemized with details and based on milestones.
· Provide current and pending funding support (in a separate page)

· Bios of all relevant staff involved in the project (one paragraph maximum each person; not part of page limit)

Note:
· Figures and tables should be included within the body of the proposal
· References may be included and are not part of the page limit
· Do not include appendices to the proposal
· Applications that do not comply with the requirements will not be considered for review
· All materials should be combined and submitted online in a single PDF file
· At least two institutions from different countries should be involved in the study.
· List other sources of funding in a separate page (not part of page limit) and this will not place you in disadvantage in the selection process. 
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
